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Future of the Bible School

In our last newsletter, we shared about our intention to return to the US and hand the Bible school
over to the Polish Lutheran Church. This has been our greatest prayer request in the past months and we
trust God with the leadership of the Bible school since it is His. Unfortunately, the board which makes
decisions about all the ministries of the Center for Missions and Evangelism (including Bible school) decided
to close the Daily Bible school starting this fall. The weekend school will continue though. For us this has
been a very difficult decision to understand and accept but we trust God has his hand in this.

In the meantime, one of faculty members who is a retired historian (Maciej Oczkowski), will be taking
over the administration of the weekend Bible school. My classes will be taught by Pastor Bartek Cieslar who
has been teaching this year already.

Many Ministry Opportunities

We've been spending less time teaching in
Bible school as we slowly retreat from that ministry, ;
but it seems that other doors for ministry opened up in
the last couple months. We helped organize and lead a
prayer conference in our congregation in February |
which focused on the prayer of Jehoshaphat in 2
Chronicles 20.

These have been
very traumatic situations for the families and our whole congregation and so we've been praying intensely
for them. We even organized a day of prayer and fasting with the parents of Julia. Already we are seeing
God’s answer to prayer as Jagoda’s cancer has gone into recession! Praise the Lord!

We spent the May 1°* weekend in Smilovice, Czech Republic as we were invited by our old
congregation from Trinec to share Bible studies for their spiritual retreat. It was truly a blessed time for us
and amazing to see how God is raising up a new generation and changing this congregation into one that is
more focused on the family. Little children were everywhere during the meetings and that was a blessing to
see in contrast to see how it used to be — very formal and adult oriented only.

Renata’s Dad (Karol) was diagnosed with a major intestinal tumor in March. Part of it was removed in
surgery but most of it is inoperable. Up to today, we still dont know what kind of treatment the doctors are
going to recommend. It is frightening with the medical system here how slow things move but we are
continuing to pray for him and Mom as they seek healing and for the doctors that they would do the wisest



thing for him. And strangely enough this leads to the next important matter for prayer we need to share with
you...

Major Change in Plans

Originally we were planning to return in the end of June
but the Lord has placed circumstances in our paths that have
forced us to return much earlier. It started with Renata’s pain in
her S|de in April. She saw a doctor and started having tests in

We dont '
know how dangerous this is yet but instead of doing diagnosis
and treatment here in Poland, we have decided to return to
Minneapolis on May 17" and see doctors there. So by the time
you receive this newsletter, we will already be in the States.

Of course, this is all a surprise for us and puts our
preparations for our moving in chaos. We are leaving all our
belongings in Poland and plan on returning in July or August to
pack and say goodbye at that time.

We ask for your prayers for our family during this crisis.
We know that many are already praying and we thank you so
much for that! God is providing for us already in so many ways
thanks to the prayers of his people.

Our family will definitely need to remain on mission
support during this summer as we transition back to the States
after 14 years. I will be planning on eventually taking a call to
a parish as the Lord opens the door but when that will be and
where is up in the air for now. We would greatly appreciate
your prayers about our future as we seek the Lord’s will and get
resettled in the US.

The main issue though is Renata’s health and we trust that the picture will become clearer in the
weeks ahead. We will try to keep you updated as to our situation and what you can pray for. If you haven't
yet received this news via email and would like to do so, please write an email to us and we will put you on
our email prayer list.
