Changing of water into 
wine (2:1-11)
Healing of an official’s 
son (4:43-54)

1 On the third day there was a wedding at Cana in Galilee, and the 
mother of Jesus was there. 2 Jesus also was invited to the wedding with 
his disciples. 3 When the wine ran out, the mother of Jesus said to him, 
“They have no wine.” 4 And Jesus said to her, “Woman, what does this 
have to do with me? My hour has not yet come.” 5 His mother said to the 
servants, “Do whatever he tells you.” 6 Now there were six stone water 
jars there for the Jewish rites of purification, each holding twenty or 
thirty gallons. 7 Jesus said to the servants, “Fill the jars with water.” And 
they filled them up to the brim. 8 And he said to them, “Now draw some 
out and take it to the master of the feast.” So they took it. 9 When the 
master of the feast tasted the water now become wine, and did not know 
where it came from (though the servants who had drawn the water 
knew), the master of the feast called the bridegroom 10 and said to him, 
“Everyone serves the good wine first, and when people have drunk freely, 
then the poor wine. But you have kept the good wine until now.” 11 This, 
the first of his signs, Jesus did at Cana in Galilee, and manifested his 
glory. And his disciples believed in him. 12 After this he went down to 
Capernaum, with his mother and his brothers and his disciples, and they 
stayed there for a few days.

13 The Passover of the Jews was at hand, and Jesus went up to Jerusalem. 
14 In the temple he found those who were selling oxen and sheep and 
pigeons, and the money changers sitting there. 15 And making a whip of 
cords, he drove them all out of the temple, with the sheep and oxen. And 
he poured out the coins of the money changers and overturned their 
tables. 16 And he told those who sold the pigeons, “Take these things 
away; do not make my Father’s house a house of trade.” 17 His disciples 
remembered that it was written, “Zeal for your house will consume me.” 
18 So the Jews said to him, “What sign do you show us for doing these 
things?” 19 Jesus answered them, “Destroy this temple, and in three days 
I will raise it up.” 20 The Jews then said, “It has taken forty-six years to 
build this temple, and will you raise it up in three days?” 21 But he was 
speaking about the temple of his body. 22 When therefore he was raised 
from the dead, his disciples remembered that he had said this, and they 
believed the Scripture and the word that Jesus had spoken.

23 Now when he was in Jerusalem at the Passover Feast, many believed 
in his name when they saw the signs that he was doing. 24 But Jesus on 
his part did not entrust himself to them, because he knew all people 
25 and needed no one to bear witness about man, for he himself knew 
what was in man.

While all “signs” are 
miracles John’s emphasis 
is that they point to the 
identity of Jesus not 
merely a healing.

Passover is the annual 
Jewish festival  
remembering the 
deliverance of the Jews 
from bondage in Egypt 
as recorded in the Old 
Testament book of 
Exodus.

1 Now there was a man of the Pharisees named Nicodemus, a ruler of 
the Jews. 2 This man came to Jesus by night and said to him, “Rabbi, we 
know that you are a teacher come from God, for no one can do these 
signs that you do unless God is with him.” 3 Jesus answered him, “Truly, 
truly, I say to you, unless one is born again he cannot see the 
kingdom of God.”  4 Nicodemus said to him, “How can a man be born 
when he is old? Can he enter a second time into his mother’s 
womb and be born?”  5 Jesus answered, “Truly, truly, I say to you, 
unless one is born of water and the Spirit, he cannot enter the 
kingdom of God.

8 The wind blows where it wishes, and you 
hear its sound, but you do not know where it comes from or where it 
goes. So it is with everyone who is born of the Spirit.” 9 Nicodemus 
said to him, “How can these things be?” 10 Jesus answered him, “Are you 
the teacher of Israel and yet you do not understand these things?          
11 Truly, truly, I say to you, we speak of what we know, and bear witness 
to what we have seen, but you do not receive our testimony. 12 If I have 
told you earthly things and you do not believe, how can you believe if I 
tell you heavenly things? 13 No one has ascended into heaven 
except he who descended from heaven, the Son of Man. 14 And as 
Moses lifted up the serpent in the wilderness, so must the Son of 
Man be lifted up, 15 that whoever believes in him may have eternal life.

16 “For God so loved the world, that he gave his only Son, that whoever 
believes in him should not perish but have eternal life. 17 For God did not 
send his Son into the world to condemn the world, but in order that the 
world might be saved through him. 18 Whoever believes in him is not 
condemned, but whoever does not believe is condemned already, because 
he has not believed in the name of the only Son of God. 19 And this is the 
judgment: the light has come into the world, and people loved the darkness 
rather than the light because their works were evil. 20 For everyone who 
does wicked things hates the light and does not come to the light, lest his 
works should be exposed. 21 But whoever does what is true comes to the 
light, so that it may be clearly seen that his works have been carried out in 
God.”

The 
description “Son of

Man” was a Messianic

title. Jesus is the One 
who was given 
dominion and glory and 
a kingdom. When Jesus 
used this phrase, He 
was assigning the Son 
of Man prophecy to

Himself. The Jews

of that era would have 
been intimately 
familiar with the phrase 
and to whom it
referred. Jesus was 
proclaiming Himself as

John 3:16-21 are some of the most recognizable and memorized verses 
in the Bible. Your challenge is to summarize John 3:16-21 in one or 
two sentences that even a 5th grade boy or girl would understand.

1 The Pharisees heard that Jesus was gaining and baptizing more disciples 
than John, 2 although in fact it was not Jesus who baptized, but his 
disciples. 3 When the Lord learned of this, he left Judea and went back 
once more to Galilee. 4 Now he had to go through Samaria. 5 So he came 
to a town in Samaria called Sychar, near the plot of ground Jacob had 
given to his son Joseph. 6 Jacob’s well was there, and Jesus, tired as he 
was from the journey, sat down by the well. It was about the sixth hour.

and he remained there with them and was baptizing. 23 John also was 
baptizing at Aenon near Salim, because water was plentiful there, and 
people were coming and being baptized 24 (for John had not yet been put 
in prison). 25 Now a discussion arose between some of John’s disciples 
and a Jew over purification. 26 And they came to John and said to him, 
“Rabbi, he who `was with you across the Jordan, to whom you bore 
witness--look, he is baptizing, and all are going to him.” 27 John answered, 
“A person cannot receive even one thing unless it is given him from 
heaven. 28 You yourselves bear me witness, that I said, ‘I am not the 
Christ, but I have been sent before him.’ 29 The one who has the bride is 
the bridegroom. The friend of the bridegroom, who stands and hears him, 
rejoices greatly at the bridegroom’s voice. Therefore this joy of mine is 
now complete. 30 He must increase, but I must decrease.” 31 He who 
comes from above is above all. He who is of the earth belongs to the earth 
and speaks in an earthly way. He who comes from heaven is above all. 32 
He bears witness to what he has seen and heard, yet no one receives his 
testimony. 33 Whoever receives his testimony sets his seal to this, that 
God is true. 34 For he whom God has sent utters the words of God, for he 
gives the Spirit without measure. 35 The Father loves the Son and has 
given all things into his hand. 36 Whoever believes in the Son has eternal 
life; whoever does not obey the Son shall not see life, but the wrath of 
God remains on him.

The Bible consistently 
presents two outcomes 
for eternity based on 
acceptance or rejection 
of the Messiah Jesus. 
Perish means eternal
separation from the one 
true God.
(Hell) Eternal Life is best 
summarized in John

7 When a Samaritan woman came to draw water, Jesus said to her, “Will 
you give me a drink?” 8 (His disciples had gone into the town to buy food.) 
9 The Samaritan woman said to him, “You are a Jew and I am a Samaritan 
woman. How can you ask me for a drink?” (For Jews do not associate with 
Samaritans.) 10 Jesus answered her, “If you knew the gift of God and who 
it is that asks you for a drink, you would have asked him and he would have 
given you living water.” 11 “Sir,” the woman said, “you have nothing to 
draw with and the well is deep. Where can you get this living water? 12 Are 
you greater than our father Jacob, who gave us the well and drank from it 
himself, as did also his sons and his flocks and herds?” 13 Jesus answered, 
“Everyone who drinks this water will be thirsty again, 14 but whoever 
drinks the water I give him will never thirst. Indeed, the water I give him 
will become in him a spring of water welling up to eternal life.” 15The 
woman said to him, “Sir, give me this water so that I won’t get thirsty and 
have to keep coming here to draw water.”

16 He told her, “Go, call your husband and come back.” 17 “I have no 
husband,” she replied. Jesus said to her, “You are right when you say you 
have no husband. 18 The fact is, you have had five husbands, and the man 
you now have is not your husband. What you have just said is quite true.” 
19 “Sir,” the woman said, “I can see that you are a prophet. 20 Our fathers 
worshiped on this mountain, but you Jews claim that the place where we 
must worship is in Jerusalem.” 21 Jesus declared, “Be- lieve me, woman, a 
time is coming when you will worship the Father neither on this mountain 
nor in Jerusalem. 22 You

Samaritans worship what you do not know; we worship what we do know, 
for salvation is from the Jews. 23 Yet a time is coming and has now come 
when the true worshipers will worship the Father in spirit and truth, for 
they are the kind of worshipers the Father seeks. 24 God is spirit, and his 
worshipers must worship in spirit and in truth.” 25 The woman said, “I know 
that Messiah” (called Christ) “is coming. When he comes, he will explain 
everything to us.”

In 722 B.C. Assyria  
conquered Israel and 
took most of its people 
into captivity. The 
invaders then brought in 
Gentile colonists “from 
Babylon, Cuthah, Ava, 
Hamath, and from 
Sepharvaim”

(2 Kin. 17:24) to resettle 
the land. The foreigners 
brought with them their 
pagan idols, which the 
remaining Jews began 
to worship alongside 
the God of Israel (2 Kin.

17:29-41). Intermarriages 
also took place (Ezra

Meanwhile, the southern 
kingdom of Judah fell
to Babylon in 600 B.C. Its
people, too, were carried 
off into captivity.

The Feast of Taberna-

choose.” (Deuteronomy 16:16) 
The importance of the Feast 
of Tabernacles can be seen in 
how many places it is 
mentioned in the Scriptures. 
In the Bible we see many 
important events that took 
place at the time of the Feast 
of Tabernacles. For one thing, 
it was at this time that 
Solomon’s Temple was 
dedicated to the Lord (1 Kings

51 He did not say this of his own accord, 
but being high priest that year he prophesied that Jesus would die for 
the nation, 52 and not for the nation only, but also to gather into one the 
children of God who are scattered abroad. 53 So from that day on they 
made plans to put him to death.

54 Jesus therefore no longer walked openly among the Jews, but went 
from there to the region near the wilderness, to a town called Ephraim, 
and there he stayed with the disciples.

55 Now the Passover of the Jews was at hand, and many went up from 
the country to Jerusalem before the Passover to purify themselves. 56 
They were looking for Jesus and saying to one another as they stood in 
the temple, “What do you think? That he will not come to the feast at 
all?” 57 Now the chief priests and the Pharisees had given orders that if 
anyone knew where he was, he should let them know, so that they might 
arrest him.

Everyone who makes 
himself a king opposes Caesar.” 13 So when Pilate heard these words, he 
brought Jesus out and sat down on the judgment seat at a place called 
The Stone Pavement, and in Aramaic Gabbatha. 14 Now it was the day of 
Preparation of the Passover. It was about the sixth hour. He said to the 
Jews, “Behold your King!” 15 They cried out, “Away with him, away with 
him, crucify him!”

20 Many of 
the Jews read this inscription, for the place where Jesus was crucified 
was near the city, and it was written in Aramaic, in Latin, and in Greek. 21 
So the chief priests of the Jews said to Pilate, “Do not write, ‘The King of 
the Jews,’ but rather, ‘This man said, I am King of the Jews.’” 22 Pilate 
answered, “What I have written I have written.”

23 When the soldiers has crucified Jesus, they took his garments and 
divided them into four parts one part for each soldier. But the tunic was 
seamless, woven in one piece from top to bottom, 24 so they said to one 
another, “Let us not tear it, but cast lots for it to see whose it shall be. 
This was to fulfill the Scripture which says, “They divided my garments 
among them, and for my clothing they cast lots.”
