Text: Is. 40:1-10
“‘Comfort ye, comfort ye My people,’
saith your God. ‘Speak ye comfortably
to Jerusalem, . . . that her iniquity is
pardoned’” (Is. 40:1,2 KJV).
ne of the Church’s lighter
() Gospel songs, “Yes, There Is
Comfort,” asks the following
questions regarding the plight of the
life of man.
“Is there no comfort for sorrow,
Nothing but heartache and tears,
Is there no sunshine tomorrow,
Nothing but darkness and fears?
Must we continually stumble?
Will nothing precious remain?
Is all we built meant to crumble?
Are all our efforts in vain?”

No doubt thoughts similar to these
filled the hearts of the children of
Israel as they listened to Isaiah the
prophet continually preach about their
future. Stern words of the Law
revealed to them their sins, guilt and
judgment. Time and time again Isaiah
had driven the point home that they
would suffer captivity in Babylon
because of their hard-hearted rebellion
against God. Would there never be an
end to the misery and sorrow yet to be
encountered? Would hopefulness and
confusion always remain?

Some 2700 years have passed since
the time of Isaiah. Yet even today we
recognize the same hopeless
conditions. Conflicts abound in every
area of life. Suffering and persecution
affect millions. And millions of others
endure the sorrow and grief of illness
and death. Almost all recognize the
pain, but so very few will admit to the
cause. Most will not hear of the
suggestion, even, that these miseries
are the result of the condition of sin
and the judgment of God upon sin.

Of course, there are many in the
world who offer remedies to ease the
pain which sin has caused. Too often,
though, their efforts are like those of
the medical doctor, who, when
confronted with an incurable disease in
a patient, is forced to treat the
symptoms rather than the cause. Some
attempt to comfort by denying sin’s

reality. Others comfort by refusing to
accept its seriousness. Still others
comfort by reducing man to the level
of the beast and encouraging the
acceptance of humanism’s fatalistic
annihilation.

Death, disease, destruction and doom
are all caused by sin. And who can
treat this cause? Who can bring
comfort for this, the greatest malady of
all? This Old Testament Advent lesson
brings the answer. God alone can bring
this comfort and that is to be found in
two places, according to these verses.
In the first place, comfort is found in
the cross. There the payment for sin is
made. There the atonement is
accomplished. The redemption price is
paid. The sacrifice is sufficient. Sin
and its results are destroyed forever.
Oh, what glory of the Lord is revealed
in that transaction. And what
wonderful comfort extends to all who
believe, “Your iniquity is pardoned.”

Declare this Advent message
abroad. Comfort has arrived. Whoever
catches the message of comfort is to
spread the Good News. Speak the
message over and over again till finally
the unbelieving and doubting heart
even begins to accept it. Lay the
message tenderly close to the heart of
all who will listen. Jesus comes. He
comes to bring comfort. He has come
and has removed iniquity with all its
consequences.

“Yes, there is comfort for sorrow,

There’s rest for the weariest heart,

And, praise God, there’ll be

sunrise tomorrow;

He’ll return, and He’ll never

depart.”

Preparing for
Christmas

re you ready for Christmas this year? As
Aa young boy, it seemed to me that

Christmas could not come fast enough. I
was itching to get at those packages under the
tree! But now it seems that Christmastime creeps
up on me a bit too fast. It’s a rush getting
everything done.

One thing hasn’t changed. My heart still needs
to be gripped by the message of Christmas. Mom
and Dad didn’t leave it out in our home. They
took time to sing the carols and share the
Birthday Story. I needed that time to get ready. I
still do.

How can I best prepare for Christmas this
year? Let’s take our eyes off of ourselves and
consider Jesus’ birth from God’s perspective.

1. How did God prepare for Christmas?

The Bible clearly states that God prepared
the right time. Paul calls it “the fullness of the
time.” It was God’s appointed time for this
greatest of all events. The Galatians were to
understand that God is in complete control of the
world scene. God’s time is always the right time!

In the religious realm the time was right for
the coming of the Messiah. The Word of the Old
Testament had been completed and assembled.
The Jews gathered regularly in synagogues
which became the perfect setting for the
presentation of the Gospel.

The time was right culturally. Greek had
become a universal language. The Old
Testament Hebrew Bible had been translated
into a Greek edition called the Septuagint. This
common language was to become a tremendous
aid in spreading the good news about Jesus
Christ.

Politically, the time was right as well. The
Romans had built a wonderful system of roads
which were used by scores of dispersed

missionaries as they spread the Word. Even
from our perspective we can see that this was
God’s timing!

Second, God prepared the right place. Paul
announces, “God sent forth His Son,” which
suggests that our Savior’s commission
included a specific task in a specific location.
That mission, of course, was to begin in little
Bethlehem.

A verse which I memorized for a Sunday
School Christmas program prophesies, “But
thou, Bethlehem Ephratah, though thou be little
among the thousands of Judah, yet out of thee
shall He come forth unto Me that is to be ruler
in Israel; whose goings forth have been from of
old, from everlasting” (Micah 5:2 KJV). God
had prepared the right place to send His Son.

Furthermore, God prepared the right woman
to be the mother of baby Jesus. Mary is not
specifically named here. But this woman could
not be just anybody! She needed to be from the
family line of King David. Not only that, she
needed to be a virgin (Isaiah 7:14). Mary was
the right woman.

God also prepared his perfect Law. Jesus was
“bomn under the Law.” You see, God had been
preparing for Christmas for a long time. His
perfect requirements for holiness had been
revealed in detail through His commandments.
Jesus Christ, the God-Man, was subjected to

these same requirements. It was all part of God’s
great Christmas Plan. But what was the reason for
it all?

I1. Why did God prepare for Christmas?

It was because He had a Son to give. Jesus
Christ came to this earth as a precious Gift from
our heavenly Father. “God has given us eternal life,
and this life is in His Son” (I John 5:11).

As God “sent forth” the Savior, He
commissioned Him with His own authority and
power. Luther teaches that “God will or can be
known no otherwise than by Christ.” Here was a
Gift with a personal touch. God was giving to us
Himself.

God made these extensive preparations for
Christmas because He had a world to redeem.
Jesus came “in order that He might redeem those
who were under the Law.” Who would this
include? Romans 3:19 places everyone under the
bondage of the Law. All the evidence is in and we
stand guilty with nothing to say. The entire world
stands accountable before God. Myself included.

The word “redeem” means “to buy out of the
marketplace.” If God had not prepared for
Christmas, each one of us would be hopelessly
bound in the marketplace of sin. Yes, Jesus paid a
tremendous price for us. “Christ redeemed us from
the curse of the Law, having become a curse for us
— for it is written, ‘Cursed is every one who
hangs on a tree’” (Galatians 3:13).

No, it was not a Christmas tree which was on
God’s mind as He prepared for that first Christmas.
It was a cross. And there were no decorations to be
hung on that “tree.” Only Jesus!

Why did He do it? Because He had many sons
to receive! Jesus was given “that we might receive
the adoption as sons.” John 1:12 declares that “as
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many as received Him, to them He gave the right to
become children of God, even to those who believe
in His name.”

Because of God’s great Christmas Salvation
Plan, those who are trusting in the Christ of
Christmas are no longer slaves in God’s eyes, but
sons. Paul adds that we are heirs through God —
joint heirs with Christ! God’s Christmas tree is
loaded with every good and perfect gift available to
each one of His children (James 1:17).

IT. How can I prepare for Christmas?

How can I be sure that I have been adopted and
am an heir with Christ? How can my heart be
stirred afresh this Christmas?

First of all, take time to hear the glorious
message of Christmas. “God sent forth His Son.”
Christmas is a time filled with opportunities to hear
this good news sounding from the Word of God.
Don’t let good things crowd out the best this
Christmas. God gives faith to all those who open
their hearts to truly hear His Word (Romans 10:17).

Second, consider the tremendous price of
Christmas. Realize that “you were not redeemed
with perishable things like silver or gold . . . but
with precious blood, as of a lamb unblemished and
spotless, the blood of Christ” (I Peter 1:18-19).
God’s gift to you was indeed a costly one. Only He
could possibly provide such a gift.

Finally, receive the free gift of Christmas! That’s
the best preparation you could ever make. “The
free gift of God is eternal life in Christ Jesus our
Lord” (Romans 6:23). What better gift could you
give to God than to give Him your heart? Thank
God for His salvation this Christmas. “O come, let
us adore Him, Christ, the Lord!” Get ready to
worship the newborn King. That’s what Christmas
is all about.

enjoy hearing stories about the old
I Lutheran Bible Institute on Portland Avenue

in Minneapolis. Former students have told
me about Dr. Samuel Miller’s singing and the
times of serious prayer among the students. It
would have been fun to hear one of Pastor
Granlund’s challenging sermons at Calvary
Lutheran or experience the great revival
meetings in the tent outside of St. Paul’s
Lutheran.

What made those such powerful days? The
teachers at LBI emphasized the second coming
of Jesus Christ and missions. Great numbers of
people from that school went into missions. As
they thought about their lives in light of the
return of Christ it was the most sensible thing to
do. Can’t you hear Dr. Miller saying something
like, “The best way to prepare for the second
coming of Christ is to bring lost souls into the
kingdom of God?”

Living in a rural parsonage, I can look out my
window and watch the farmers preparing for
winter. This summer’s drought has made every
last bale of hay and cob of corn precious. Day
after day they chop their loads and haul them to
the hay bamns and silos. The best way for these
dairymen to insure that they can get through a
long winter is to keep bringing in that feed until
the great snows come. We don’t know when that
first blizzard might be so each day of
productivity is precious in the fall.

The farmer prepares for winter by bringing
the harvest into the granary. The church
prepares for Christ’s return by bringing lost
souls into the fold. Jesus told us to be on the
alert and prepare because his second coming
will be a surprise. Only the Father knows the
day. “For this reason you be ready too; for the
Son of Man is coming at an hour when you do
not think He will” (Matt. 24:44). Jesus is
waiting for His banquet table to be filled with
redeemed souls.

for the second coming of Christ. I heard about
one man who lay upon his roof with his arms
stretched out making the shape of the cross. The
night was cold and he lost his fingers to
frostbite. Recently, a book was sent to all
pastors telling a number of reasons why the
second coming of Christ would occur on
September 12, 1988. I didn’t bother reading the
book because I knew such speculations were
unscriptural. Many people, however, made all
sorts of silly preparations based upon the book.
Some even invested their money in special
accounts for those left behind. (I can’t quite
figure out why the author sold the book for
profit when he was so sure the was not going to
be around much longer.) The lesson is that many
people prepare for the second coming in the
wrong ways.

Very few things last for eternity. We polish
our cars, invest our money, build beautiful
homes and dedicate magnificent cathedrals.
What an amazing thing it is that we are so
careful with temporal things and so careless
with eternal souls. The sun and the rain slowly
deteriorate the great architectural wonders of
man. Even the elements that remain in the end
will burn with intense heat. We are fortunate if
our cars hold together until they are paid for. Yet
we consume our time with accumulating and
caring for these things while the eternal souls of
men rush into eternity without so much as an
opportunity to be redeemed by the precious
blood of Jesus.

The best way to prepare for Christ’s return is
to be concerned about the things that last
forever. The Triune God and His heavenly
kingdom last forever, the Word of God lasts
forever and the precious souls of men will last
forever in either heaven or the fires of hell.
These are the priorities for those who long for
the appearing of Christ and such persons are
those whom Christ is returning for.

The old Spiritual well states the attitude of
the one prepared for the return of Christ. “This
world is not my home I’'m just a passing
through. My treasures are laid up somewhere
beyond the blue. The angel beckons me from
heaven’s open door and I can’t feel at home in
this world any more.” How opposite this is of
the spirit of modern “evangelical” Christianity.
Most of us could easily sing “I’'ve made this
world my home, my roots are firm and deep.

Undoubtedly many of their old
LBI comrades who chose secular employment
now are retired in nice suburban homes with fat
pensions and motor homes to take them South
for the winter. Who came out ahead?

At a financial seminar at the Association
Seminary, the Christian financial counselor told
us that “If we fail to plan for retirement, we
plan to fail.” I am sure that there is great
wisdom in that statement, but I have to ask
myself, “Who failed to plan?” The one who has
no treasures in heaven is the one who failed to
plan. Some economists recommend that we

invest in precious metals and stones to give us
security and joy in retirement. The Christian
will find great joy in his eternal retirement in
fellowship with the precious souls he has
prayed for and shared Christ with. A
prosperous career and luxurious retirement will
bring you only the appearance of joy. Souls in
heaven are true eternal treasures.

Some have been farmers and
enjoy to talk to someone still in the
business.

This Christmas many in our nations
will be homeless, or jobless. Many will
be shut up in hospitals or institutions.
Many children will experience
loveless, careless homes. Some may be
sorrowing, overwhelmed by problems.
This is the kind of world our Savior
came to love and die for. I'm afraid we
often shut ourselves away from those
who need us by our lifestyles and our
business. We can come to God with
this and ask Him to lead us to the one
He wants to bless through us.

WORLD RELIEF

or some years the Association of Free Lutheran
F Congregations has officially channeled its

contributions to the aiding of the alleviation of
material and physical needs in the world through the World
Relief Commission, an agency of the National Association
of Evangelicals. The WRC is a responsible organization
which endeavors to put as much of every relief dollar
contributed to work in combatting need as possible. That’s
as it should be.

It is gratifying to see that AFLC contributions have
been climbing. In the last fiscal year, over $13,000 was
given in comparison to iess than $12,000 the year before.

But if one adds the $13,086.23 to the total received
for AFLC benevolences in the 1987-88 fiscal year
($916,759.20) and does the necessary dividing, it will be
found that contributions to the World Relief Commission
amount to less than one and one-half per cent of that total.
And that seems a painfully small contribution to helping
ease the hurts of the world’s people.

Donations to the WRC are not listed as a separate
item in Congregational Receipts as reported in our AFLC
Annual Reports. Therefore, further investigation would be
needed to find out what congregations have contributed to
the relief agency in the past year.

Suffice it to say that there are Association congregations
which did not give anything to the WRC in the past fiscal
year. Some of our newer churches likely are not even
aware that the AFLC encourages giving to the WRC. But,
as we said, that is the practice followed for some years.

Christmas is a time of giving. We are all quite
generous in the gifts we give to our family members and
close friends. As we share with those closest to us, let us
not forget the world’s suffering and deprived people. There
are some tragic needs existing even now. As your
congregation makes its contributions to other areas of our
work, remember the WRC.

The World Relief Commission is at work in many
places. When you hear of a sudden calamity somewhere in
the world, the WRC is very likely there to help ease the
suffering. And it is at work in areas where nagging chronic
deprivation continues. You will be there through your gifts
which, incidentally, are ministered unashamedly in the

name of Christ.

As we think of Christmas and the One Who gave
Himself, let us give to the World Relief Commission.
Congregational treasurers, simply earmark contributions to
WRC and send them to the AFLC Business Office in
Minneapolis, which will forward them on.

s the disciples or apostles watched in awe as the Lord

We trust that the Advent season is a blessed one for you
and that one of its themes, the return of Christ, stirs up new
fervor in your heart and gives you new courage.

It is natural, then, to move into the Christmas season
with all of its present joy in the knowledge that a Savior was
born, redemption has come and salvation is possible for all
who believe in Jesus.

May the Lord bless these days of Advent and Christmas

for us all.

A new
men’s dormitory and Memorial Chapel
are under construction! These long-
dreamed-of buildings are the visible
fruit of many prayers and sacrificial
gifts provided by AFLC friends of
World Missions for these special
projects.

Memorial Chapel

The Memorial Chapel will be the
main building on our Brazil Campus. It
will be the prominent building,
standing out near the front of the
campus to welcome all to worship our
Lord Jesus Christ. It will be connected
to the classroom/office building by a
short covered walkway.

Under Pastor Connely Dyrud’s
astute leadership and direction, the
construction has progressed smoothly.
Pastor Dyrud has purchased materials
as money came in, contracted laborers,
and has also directed the participation
of local church members.

Many people in the United States
had expressed the desire to provide for
a special need in missions that would
honor their departed loved ones. Early
in 1988 the World Missions Committee
approved the construction of the
Memorial Chapel, and trusted the Lord
to bring in $10,000 for its construction.
Since the early fall of 1988, $8,260 has
come in for the Chapel. A balance of
$1,840 is still needed for construction,
with an additional amount of
approximately $2,500 to provide pews
and furnishings.

New Men’s Dormitory
A friend of AFLC World Missions
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The men's dorm under construction.

recently shared the earnest desire of
honoring the memory of loved ones
with a special gift to the campus at
Campo Mourao. God had strongly laid
a burden upon this dear friend’s heart.
Since funds were coming in to provide
for memorial Chapel already in
progress, it was a great joy for the
World Missions Committee to approve
the construction of a Men’s Dormitory.

The present Men’s Dormitory is the
oldest building on campus at Campo
Mourao. When it was constructed
approximately 22 years ago, Campo
Mourao was a forested area, with the
lumber business being the biggest
industry; of course, the dormitory was
constructed completely of wood. Over
the years, the building has deteriorated
because of the heavy frequent rains
and warm climate. A new Men’s
Dormitory is a wonderful provision for
our mission work!

This anonymous donor has given
$10,000 toward the cost of this new
brick building, which was to have been
a single-floored building, with a partial
second floor to be finished at a future
date. However, good advice from
contractors has provided the
information that it would be far less
expensive to build both floors at the
same time, rather than raise the roof
later. This decision has raised our costs
by approximately $4,000. The World
Missions Committee is hopeful that
many friends will contribute gifts to
meet this added cost. In fact, at the
time of this publication, we have just
received news that another friend of
the AFLC World Missions will match

gifts up to $1,000 toward the
completion of this two-story dormitory
building. Perhaps you too will be led
of the Lord to share in these exciting
happenings on our Brazil Campus!
